Store seed away from sunlight or heat
from artificial lights. A BAD location for stor-
ing your seed would be in a sun room or near a
radiator or heat source.

Keep your bird seed container OFF of a
concrete floor. Moisture can be transferred in
this situation if the bag is stored directly on the
concrete (such as in a basement or garage) or
sometimes even if the bag or seed is placed in
another container and that is stored directly on
the concrete. Frequently mold will develop on
the bottom and sides of the interior of the seed
container when it is stored in this fashion. If
your garage or basement is temperature con-
trolled, a better idea is to store your seed con-

tainer elevated on wood or some other material.
A Be aware of how warm your home, ga-
rage, or basement gets when you are not there.
Remember, your bird seed is stored in this lo-
cation continually. Particularly if temperatures

reach 90 degrees or more, your seed is at risk of
mold and insect/larvae infestation.
